The Huge 
Foundation board of directors and representatives from NWU interview these finalists to determine the 
award winners.
	 The Huge Foundation, with the assistance and recommendation of NWU, selects one full and 
additional Huge-NWU Commendation Scholarship winners based on applications and interviews. The 
Foundation strongly considers academic achievement and credentials, such as an applicant’s high school 
rank within their class, their curriculum and GPA and ACT/SAT scores. The Foundation gives equal 
weight to leadership qualities, activities, community service, work experience outside of school, honors 
and recognition by his or her peers. The Foundation also evaluates an applicant’s personal qualities and 
interests as demonstrated in the letters of recommendation, the applicant’s essays and by the experiences 
and activities pursued both in and out of high school. The financial need of the applicants is another 
factor in awarding the scholarships. The Huge Foundation does not assign percentage weights to these 
factors in determining the finalists and eventual winners. 
	 The Huge Foundation and NWU notify all applicants of their status on or before January 15 of the 
academic year of application. Finalists are interviewed by members of the Huge Foundation and NWU 
on the NWU campus in Lincoln, Nebraska, on or before March 10. The interviews are conducted so that 
the Huge Foundation and NWU have an opportunity to personally meet and get to know the applicant, 
and the applicant will get to know the Huge Foundation members.
